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Demand is coming from the 
composting industry and green 
energy groups.

“We have just made a hopper for a 
local vegetable company which will be 
used as a receptacle to take vegetable 
waste for an anaerobic digester. This 
will allow that waste to be used to 
power the business,” said Mr Tong. 

Thirty-three per cent of equipment 
manufactured by the firm is destined for 
overseas customers. Its biggest order, 
worth £1m, has come from Russia.

End to End Labels was founded by 
its chairman Maurice Bird and the 
employer of ten celebrated its thirtieth 
anniversary in 2008.

Today, his daughter, managing 
director Cheryl Bird is at the helm and 
taking forward what started out as a 
business which saw a gap in the market 
for small to medium runs of labels, as 
well as larger quantities. 

Today, about seventy per cent of the 
company’s products are destined for 
the health service. Other clients include 
businesses and organisations from all 
sectors and walks of life.

INDEPENDENT RETAILERS 
IN THE TOWN
Spilsby has an intimate feel about it, 
which is enhanced by its wealth of 

smaller and family-run enterprises. 
Among well-known names are 

fashion shop Godsmarks, All Wrapped 
Up and ice cream-maker Dennetts.

Godsmarks has been a feature of 
Spilsby’s streetscene since the early 
1900s, and husband-and-wife Lynn 
and Melvyn Clark have been at the 
helm since taking over twenty-three 
years ago. 

This large store, based on The 
Terrace, employs three part-timers. 
Over the years it has built-up a loyal 
following, which includes not only 
local shoppers, but customers from 
Lincolnshire’s neighbouring counties of 
Norfolk and Nottinghamshire. 

“Godsmarks has traditionally been 
a ladieswear and soft furnishings 
shop and that is a trend which we 
have continued, but we have obviously 
introduced new ranges, with the mature 
woman in mind, as we have gone 
along,” said Mrs Clark. 

“We also sell haberdashery items, 
which we find are very popular and 
which bring in more trade.”

Ebony Moore owns All Wrapped 
Up giftware and furniture business, 
complete with a coffee shop. She moved 
into Market Street eighteen months 
ago, after moving from much smaller 
premises on the High Street. 

“I serve a lot of summertime visitors, 
as well as regular customers throughout 
the year. Being in business is all about 
preserving and keeping this little 
market town going. Spilsby is a lovely 
place and it is a shame so many market 
towns are fading away,” she said. 

 “The Love Spilsby loyalty scheme 
is all about doing anything we can to 
improve business. It definitely has an 
eyecatching logo and it is good that 
traders have the freedom to use the 
scheme how they wish.”

Dennetts is another name that is 
synonymous with Spilsby. It is now in 
its fourth generation, with Robin and 
Claire Dennett and their son Martin in 
the driving seat. 

“We have been going since 1926 
and we have five full time and two 
part-time staff working at Spilsby and 
two part-timers who work with Claire 
in our ice cream parlour in Lincoln’s 
Bailgate,” said Robin Dennett.

 “We make twenty-six flavours of 
ice cream, six of frozen yogurt and 
eight different sorbets. We currently 
supply customers across the whole of 
Lincolnshire, part of Nottinghamshire 
and out as far as Ashby-de-la-Zouch in 
Leicestershire.”

And Dennetts is truly home-
produced. The milk which goes into its 
irresistible treats comes from Bridge 
Pastures Ltd of Thorpe St Peter, near 
Skegness. 

“We are now directly supplying all 
of Lincolnshire Co-operative’s stores 
and have started off with a small range 
which we hope to build on. We are 
also selling our products to more than 
seventy pubs and restaurants,” said Mr 
Dennett. 

The family, which would 
like to further expand the 
business, also supply ice 
cream to two customers 
with mobile units.
