




TALK OF THE TOWN - LINCOLN

Lincoln Cathedral, which dates back to 1072, is 
considered to be one of the most important 
medieval buildings in Europe. 

The third largest Cathedral in England – after St 
Paul’s and York Minster – its unmissable hilltop 
position enables this beautiful building to be spotted 
from great distances away. 

The disadvantage to its location, however, is its 
constant exposure to the elements, which makes it 
vulnerable to structural damage. That means it has 
to be carefully maintained. 

Long-term fundraising, planning and restoration 

work are all vital to the upkeep of this magnificent 
treasure. 

Works manager Carol Heidschuster is responsible 
for the overall management of the works 
department and for overseeing and managing 
repairs and conservation projects. The Cathedral 
preserves traditional skills through its well-trained 
team of enthusiastic craftsmen and women.
